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PURPOSE OF THE MASTER PLAN

> To establish a plan for leisure, recreation, parks,
beaches and cultural services, programs and
facilities.

> To guide future decision -making through the
development of baseline policies, service levels
and provision targets over the next ten years.
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STUuDY CONTEXT - DEMOGRAPHICS

2006 population of 11,150, representing a 5.5%
Increase since the year 2001

Median age is 49.4 years, which is considerably older
than the provincial median of 39 years

A considerably larger proportion of residents are within the
65+ age cohort (23.2%) than the province as a whole
(13.6%)

Median income (all private households) of $51,328 is
lower than the provincial average of $60,455

11% of Lambton Shoresd® residen
which is less than half of the provincial measure of
28%

In Lambton Shores, there Is also a seasonal influx of
cottagers, campers, tourists, vacationers, and
daytrippers that place demands on leisure services
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STuDY CONTEXT O PARTICIPATION TRENDS

Evolving socio -demographic profiles are creating
demands for new types of services

Older adults are seeking more active opportunities than
previous generations of seniors

Income levels can influence participation in certain
activities

Canadians are less fit than 30 years ago; disease and
liness prevention are positive byproducts of active living
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STuDY CONTEXT O PARTICIPATION TRENDS

Activities which are casual, drop -in and flexible
are gaining popularity
Largely due to busy lifestyles and a lack of free time
Examples include walking, swimming, cycling, etc.

Increasing interest in arts and cultural activities

Emerging recreation activities may require new
facilities and programming

Connecting the community through trails

Multi -purpose facilities that offer more efficient use

of wutilities and sttafpf s py
opportunities for leisure activity are becoming the

norm

However, it may still be important to maintain single -use
facilities to ensure rural residents have local access to
municipal facilities
Facility design is more often being used to achieve a
number of goals:
Flexible designs allow for a variety of uses

Accessibility is achieved through design and retrofitting,
ensuring all residents are able to utilize the facility

LEED (Leadership Through Environmental Design)
building standards promote efficient use of energy and
environmental awareness
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STuDY CONTEXT O SERVICE DELIVERY TRENDS

Growing trend towards partnerships and
resource sharing to deliver services

The sports and recreation sector utilizes the
highest percentage of all volunteer hours in
Canada

A greater span of age groups will be capable of
navigating the Internet, providing more
opportunities for communication with residents
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CONSULTATION O HOUSEHOLD SURVEY

A total of 372 surveys were completed, providing
a confidence interval of + 5%, 19 times out of 20

All respondents were 16 years of age or older

(average age of 57 years) and residents of
Lambton Shores

Demographic representation was found to be
comparable to 2006 Census statistics
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CONSULTATION O HOUSEHOLD SURVEY

Most common activities were generally
unstructured and self -scheduled

Walking or hiking for leisure; cycling or mountain
biking; aerobics, fithess or weight training;
swimming; use of playground equipment; jogging

Respondents were asked to rate their level of

Highest average importance and satisfaction rating
were for natural areas and open space

Lowest average importance and satisfaction ratings
were for cultural facilities

34 surveys were completed by local stakeholder

groups
24 groups were willing to consider partnerships (none said
Onodo, only Ounsured)

4 need access to existing facilities now
6 anticipate needing access to new facilities in5 -10 years

18 require some form of additional support from the
Municipality (e.g., funding, storage, materials, promaotion)

8 were willing to provide some form of capital investment
(an additional 16 were unsure)
